
Today – High clouds streaming across the area will lead to filtered sunshine throughout the day. Some 
marine clouds/fog could also approach the coast late this afternoon, but it most likely remains offshore 
until later tonight. Temperatures will climb into the lower 60s with a west/northwest winds possibly 
gusting upwards of 15 mph. Sunrise: 6:31am / Sunset: 5:35pm

Tomorrow – The marine layer will try to move onshore tonight into Monday morning with areas of low 
clouds and fog possible. While the marine layer could erode during the midday period, it likely fills back in 
late Monday afternoon into Monday evening. Temperatures will reach the upper 50s with 
west/southwest winds developing. Sunrise: 6:30am / Sunset: 5:36pm
